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GOODALE'S ‘62 TRAIN FINISHED IDAHO'’S TRAIL, WITH Tl

During a discussion about the passing of Tim Gasdaagon Train through the Pine and
Eagle Valleys in eastern Oregon, Carmelita HollahNew Bridge, Oregon, emphasized the
existence of the many Indian Trails through thataCarmelita has been researching and
writing the history of that area for many decada®] was one of the Goodale knowledgeable
people long before the present efforts by thisexin the Goodale family’s behalf! Tim’s
knowledge about the many Indian trails before tnegeants began their travels through the
area, before the Goodale Train’s first emigrantssed to the Baker valley, was vital to the
man wholed his train alongsome of those trails. He knew the trails, but ivasvith those

70 wagons that made his first wagon trail in Orégble led them—>but he was days ahead!

The exploration of that 50+ miles section of hitofu
has clarified information that had been writtenwaio
records left behind by some emigrants, especialiypa
when he left the train. The early interpreted act®u
seemed to say only that as soon at they hit thkeSna
River he left them to finish their course alonet Baw
it is known that he could not have left them befive
1.5 mile ‘zig-zag’ trail was built up road canyam

the steep river banks that line Hells Canyon. Taelr
evidence proves that the trail had to be finisineale
before any wagon made it to the top! Then his own
leadership from the Road Canyon top would have been
only the need for road marking with his wagons!

Since Tim was alone with only his family, possiti®
wagons with one driven by an older Crow Indian son,
“Little Jack,” the new trail marked by his wagorms f
the train to follow had to be easy enough to hareeg
ahead with little labor from Tim’s family. The ttai
remnants and route that has been discovered gives
good evidence that only in some places did rocks ha
to be moved, and with little other effort to finish

That is one evidence that the cutoff first left leag
Creek and climbed the western ridge before crodsing
the west about one mile south of the later town of
Sparta. Goodale could never with only his familyda
headed south along Eagle Creek, crossed the Powder

River there and then traveled along the southels Gi
that river. The bad canyons to cross there andtqe
evidence of only a later road all verify that trosite
was not followed in completing the cutoff route.

Thus we also see that Tim was with the train back o
the Idaho side for the weeks until the road wa# bui
from the Weiser River to the Brownlee Ferry. One
erroneous report had sent Tim on ahead of the train
from the Cambridge valley. It was insinuated with a
negative connotation that he had abandoned the emi-
grants to a terrible task and an almost lost saoat

from the Weiser River! The same report wrongly sent
Tim Goodale immediately to Montana! McGill

PHIL SCHNEE, DOUBLE SWALES WEST OF E. PINE CR.
Trail marking, which was finished on September 5-7,




on the Idaho side of the Snake River was on some
areas that had not required a lot of road constnuct
There were also areas that had required many emi-
grants to be involved in the road work. Beginnihg a
theEast Pine Creek crossingabout 10 miles NW of
Cambridge, ID, I-OCTA members followed the cutoff
west and planted nearly 30 markers on trail renmant

On the first day about 5 miles of nearly continuous
trail, Class #1, #2 and Class #4 remnants—before-
found and new-found segments—were marked. Two
sections of trail, each about .5 mile long, were
discovered in forested areas, and these will nede t
hiked through trees and brush later. Then alongea m
area along West Brownlee Road, the ruts of the trai
were finally discovered, mapped and marked.

NEW-FOUND MOUNTAIN TRAIL NW OF SEID CREEK
On the second day the brushy and hidden trail along
Brownlee Cr., from the mouth of West Brownlee ©r. t
the Brownlee Reservoir were ATVed, and hiked. With
the permission and enthusiastic support of Anna
Owsiak, Manager of the Andrus State Wildlife Land,
the end of the Idaho trail remnant of Goodale’soBut
was finished. Along with part of the trail marked i
2006, and some in May 2007, this effectively fiddh
over 20 miles of remaining trail from the Goodale
Camp on the Little Weiser River where Martha Jane
Roberts died in 1862, to the crossing into Oregon.

The good remnants of this important trail had befor
been ignored, probably mostly because of the l&ck o
information that has now been discovered. When pub-

lished these facts will stress the excellent bénefi

that trail —for several decades! The Goodale Tinaith
camped near the Little Weiser for 4-5 weeks and had
gone out daily to work on the trail to the Brownlee
Ferry, a lot of work for payment of only free pagsa
across the ferry to Oregon! Then they also haditiol b
the ‘zig-zag'’ trail up the canyon, in order to et

level to follow downward to the Pine Valley.

HIDDEN BRUSHY TRAIL ALONG BROWNLEE CREEK
How fortunate we have been to have this opportunity
to bring all of this to light, and to share the elkent
western accomplishments of Tim and Jennie Goodale!
There will be more published history and trail wark
later issues ofrail Dust, more sharing during the 2008
Convention in Nampa, ID, and extensive book info in
Rediscovered Frontiersman, Timothy Goodale: An
Emigrant Trail Authority.

RANCHERS’ ON THE JEFFREY-GOODALE

An ideal day provided the weather that was conduciv
to searching, discovery and marking more of the
Jeffrey-Goodale Cutoff on August 26, 2008. On a
stretch of private land owned by three differentlea
ranchers, where no evidence of earlier marking was
found, and where the bo&migrant Trails of Southern
Idahohad provided only an estimated route, good evi-
dences were found. This is between the Dixie Stage
Station site and Cow Creek Road in Elmore, Co., ID.

WENDY & PHIL—FOLKS MET THEM IN VANCOUVER
Wendy Miller, who is Curator of the Canyon Co. His.
Soc. Museum and deeply involved in the 2008 Con-




vention planning, brought her husband, Phil, far hi
first time on the trails. They attended Vancou2€04.

Other than a quarter mile of BLM land, there were 3
miles of ranch land, and the evident swales inoeexi
conditions of preservation provided a good pattdrn
continuation of the old trail. Locked gates didyanat
accessing one portion of the trail on that markiag,
even though permission had been obtained. This will
need to be finished later.

ONE TRAIL SWALE PASSED BETWEEN TWO RANCHES
Norma Dart, relatively new I-OCTA member, was
instrumental in getting permission from the ransher
which her family has known for years. (She had also
provided the permission from several ranches dheo
west in a lengthy trail marking trip in Septembé08,
on the Jeffrey-Goodale through to Danskin Peak.)

Though some parts of the trail were almost eraged b
many years of cattle hooves in wet areas, the retana
provided continuous trail evidence across the ranch
areas. We appreciate trail-preserving ranchers!

LONG TOM CREEK’S 155 YEAR OLD TRAIL CROSSING
This emigrant trail began with John Jeffrey in 1852
but Tim Goodale’s notable leadership in 1862 abtual
brought on the great numbers of wagon trains that
followed him in 1863 and thereafter.

HUDSPETH & CALIFORNIA TRAILS

September has provided opportunity for I-OCTA mem-
bers to get out and remark the last sections oftiek

speth Cutoff—on the western end near where it heet t
California Trail. Though the Hudspeth took people t
California the California Trail is designated as thail
that parted from the Oregon Trail near the RafeRiv
Exit from 1-84, and followed near that river SW tand
and through the City of Rocks. The Hudspeth had lef
the Oregon and California combined Trail west of
Soda Springs and had gone westerly over three
mountain passes. They reconnected SW of Malta, ID.

JAY WARD PLACES ONE MARKER ON THE HUDSPETH

When the Hudspeth was marked about 3 years ago that
effort had ended at its crossing of I-84—after tigh-

way turned SE toward Utah. Some segments were then
known to exist between 1-84 and Malta. On September
15, Del Mangum, Blackfoot, and soon-to-be OCTA
member, Jay Ward, Burley, joined this Preservation
Officer and Patti, and the Hudspeth was finished.

Across 5 miles of the trail, in two separated segs)e
few old markers were found. The first 4 miles con-
tained only one old marker indicating that one shor
swale segment, easily accessed from a crossing dirt
road, had been marked. The first part, a bruséefill
swale on the east end, had not been before located.
Two parts of the trail had been exposed by a recent
fire, and the less-prominent ruts were easily foéd.

DEEP SWALE -THE CALIFORNIA N. OF THE JUNCTION

On September 16, Doug Jenson, and Lyle and Nadine
Lambert appeared from Idaho Falls and Pocatello to
assist with the marking of the California Trailcka
wards omorth from the junctiomf the two trails. The




first 3 miles, except for the .5 mile deep paradleble
pictured above, is now a Class #4 gravel road.

Driving north, a half mile prior to reaching McChimn
Spring—a camp about .5 mile to the west from the
trail—the old trail remnants left the road going NE
This segment had never been marked, and needed a
cross country trip on a rough, gravel-based lanmsca
Then the final 1.5 mile of this trail remnant, wic
eventually stopped at private land, has disappeared
with fires and several reseeding efforts on BLMdlan
Another 3 miles of a second segment to the NW &cros
more BLM land was also accessed and marked.
